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Public Administration in Belarus in
November - December 2025

This issue provides an overview of key developments in November—
December 2025, including: a further blurring of roles within the state
“vertical”’; the growing prominence of the security forces in
Belarus’s foreign relations; the appointment of former KGB officers
to lead the security services; the new Social and Economic
Development Programme; and an extensive reshuffling within local
authorities, state-owned enterprises, economic ministries, and the
diplomatic corps.

Public administration news (November - December
2025)
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Key 2025 trend in Belarusian public
administration: a blurring of roles within
state “vertical”
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In 2025 Aliaksandar Lukashenka further blurred institutional boundaries
to reinforce his personal control over the political system, say analysts.
This was evident during the preparation of Belarus’s 2026-2030
development programme: two competing drafts were produced
simultaneously, one by the government under Prime Minister Aliaksandar
Turchyn and another at the National Bank headed by former prime
minister Raman Halouchanka.

This overlap reflects a broader pattern observed during the year.
Lukashenka increasingly relied on ad-hoc commissions that bypass
formal institutions and side-lined the Foreign Ministry, transferring
diplomatic functions to security officials. The head of the KGB, Ivan
Tsertsel, was given a role in talks with the US. Furthermore, Lukashenka
expanded the remit of the prosecutor’s office, which now has a role in
ideology and education, and assigned the police responsibility for a range
of issues from public order to queues at petrol stations.

Experts argue this mixing of competences reflects Lukashenka’s growing
distrust of formal institutions and his reliance on personal loyalty from
officials. By assigning officials tasks beyond their formal mandates, he
weakens institutional autonomy and ensures that they depend on his
personal orders rather than legal procedures, reinforcing his position as
the system’s sole arbiter.

De-institutionalisation of foreign policy: the
security services and Lukashenka’s family
more active

Belarus’s foreign policy and diplomacy are increasingly driven by the
security services rather than the Ministry of Foreign Affairs (MFA).

Following a meeting with the US in December, 123 political prisoners
were released, including prominent opposition figures. Lukashenka’s
press service said that the releases followed agreements with US
President Donald Trump and were linked to the lifting of US sanctions on
Belarus’s potash sector, as well as broader negotiations on easing
restrictions. Washington, meanwhile, confirmed it is working on securing
further releases of hostages through negotiations. On the Belarusian
side, talks involved KGB chief lvan Tsertsel and the country’s
ambassador to the UN Valiantsin Rybakou. On 24 December, KGB head
Tsertsel gave an interview to a state media in which he discussed
intelligence contacts with the US, Poland, and Lithuania — he also
promised “good news” in talks with Washington. Analysts note that the
KGB has effectively become a key diplomatic actor, reinforcing the
dominance of the security apparatus over traditional foreign policy
institutions.

Tensions with Lithuania escalated in November after Vilnius closed
border crossings in response to repeated incidents involving balloons
smuggling cigarettes, floated across the border from Belarus. On 15
November, Prime Minister Aliaksandar Turchyn and Security Council
State Secretary Aliaksandar Valfovich chaired a meeting on the situation.
In attendance were the Minister of Foreign Affairs Maxim Ryzhankou, the
head of the State Border Committee Kanstantsin Molastau, head of the
State Customs Committee Uladzimir Arlouski, and head of the KGB

Tsertsel. The group repeatedly pushed for political-level negotiations with
Vilnius, with the MFA tasked to lead negotiations under the coordination
of Valfovich.

Lukashenka’s foreign trips further underscored his disregard for having
formal institutions handle foreign relations. His November visit to Oman
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took place largely outside formal diplomatic protocol, fuelling speculation
about whether private or family interests might be the primary reason for
the trip. Lukashenka arrived with no public agenda, was initially received
by the President of the Oman Investment Agency, and met the sultan
days later in a private setting. Notably, only Lukashenka and his sons
Viktar and Mikalai (who do not hold any official public position) attended
the talks, without the presence of Belarusian diplomats.

Personnel changes in state agencies

Former KGB officials appointed to lead key juridical
institutions and security agencies

New Prosecutor General

Lukashenka has appointed Dzmitry Hara as the new Prosecutor General,
replacing Andrei Shved who was moved to the Supreme Court. Born in
1970 in Thilisi (Georgia), Hara has served in senior roles in the KGB, the
Prosecutor General’s Office, and since 2021 he has led the Investigative
Committee. In 2020, independent media reported that Hara headed the
“‘intergovernmental commission” which was meant to investigate citizens'
complaints about abuses of power by Lukashenka’s security forces —
obviously, to no result.

The Prosecutor General’s Office is expected to continue political
repressions, targetting those the state accuses of causing the “genocide
of the Belarusian people”. It is also expected to become a
“headquarters”, taking over some powers currently held by the Security
Council apparatus; this might specifically refer to it gaining a role in
Belarus-West talks, which were the main topic for the recent meeting on
9 December.

Combating corruption as priority for Prosecutor
General’s Office

Another task for Hara will be to combat corruption, a key theme in the
Lukashenka regime’s propaganda campaigns. Earlier, the Prosecutor
General’s Office floated new ideas to strengthen the fight against
corruption through stricter legislation. On 30 December state media
reported that a new plan to combat crime and corruption for 2026—-2028,
drafted by the Prosecutor General’s Office, was adopted jointly with the
Council of Ministers. Agriculture has been identified as the most

corruption-prone sector, followed by industry, transport, and construction.
Interior Minister lvan Kubrakou acknowledged setbacks in the detection
of corruption in 2025, but said that Interior Ministry officers have shifted
focus from petty bribery to dismantling systemic “business” corruption
schemes.

While Lukashenka always talks about the prevention of corruption as a
major priority, anti-corruption investigations often lower-level officials
within the state hierarchy, businessmen or workers of state-run
organisations rather than the big players. “High-profile cases” do appear,
but regime elites have only rarely been arrested. For example, in 2022,
independent media reported on the “Case of traumatologists”, where
dozens of doctors were detained for what seemed like the result of a
poorly designed procurement policy.

According to Supreme Court data reported on by independent media,
during the first half of 2025, there were 7.3% fewer convictions for
corruption crimes than in the same period in 2024. Belarusian officials
seem to find creative ways of avoiding criminal responsibility. For
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example, independent media noted the case of the former mayor of the
town of Dokshytsy: previously cleared of responsibility in a fatal hunting
incident, he has once again avoided legal consequences following a new
case linked to alleged poaching.

New head of the Investigative Committee

Kanstantsin Bychak was appointed Kanstantsin Bychak as the new head
of the Investigative Committee. Bychak was previously the deputy chief
of the KGB’s investigative directorate and one of its most visible figures
within the Committee, regularly appearing on state media to comment on
high-profile political cases. Bychak is also known for his participation in
political persecutions. Independent media report that, in November 2024,
he personally travelled to Vietnam to detain former Kalinouski regiment
volunteer Vasyl Verameichyk. In 2020 he publicly presented the details
of a politically motivated corruption case against presidential hopeful
Viktar Babaryka. Bychak is 40 years old and was promoted to the rank of
major general of justice after his new appointment. Based on research on
the career paths of Belarusian security forces personnel, Lukashenka
has regularly appointed former KGB officers to senior roles in the
Investigative Committee, suggesting he considers them among the best
suited to run criminal prosecution for political purposes after 2020.

Analysts see the recent reshuffling in Belarus’s security apparatus as
reflecting a growing importance of the KGB in the competition for
influence among the security forces. One indication of this is the KGB’s
role in ongoing contacts between Minsk and Washington. Another
explanation might be Lukashenka’s personal attitude towards the KGB.
Finally, these appointments also serve as a tool of loyalty management.

The regular reshuffling of the leadership in key security agencies is likely
aimed at pre-empting the formation of cliques and dissent within them.
Lukashenka could be especially anxious about this at a time when he is
taking controversial policy steps, such as the recent prisoner releases
and talks with the West, and he mentioned this issue during his speech at
the All-Belarusian People’s Assembly. Analysts note that the head of the
KGB, Ivan Tsertsel, has held his current position for five years already,
which is relatively long and may make him a prime candidate for rotation.

These appointments might also signal a functional recalibration inside the
repressive system. While repressions have not eased, there seems to be
a downgrading of blunt-force bodies, such as GUBOPIK, in favour of
institutions capable of operating more discreetly, through surveillance,
manipulation, and controlled pressure rather than mass violence. The
background of Lukashenka'’s talks with the West contribute to the political
weight of the KGB compared to other repressive structures. Recently, an
illustrative case was reported by independent media: a murder inside a
police detention facility in Barysau has triggered a rare criminal
investigation against a serving police officer, exposing the use of so-
called “press cells*” to extract confessions. The investigation was quickly
taken over by the KGB who arrested two suspected inmates and later
detained a police officer. The entire leadership of the Barysau district
police department was dismissed, though most senior officers avoided
arrest. The case highlights the KGB’s role in policing other security
agencies, even as broader political repression continues unchanged.

* “Press cells” are a type of torture used by Belarusian security forces,
referring to deliberately created, unbearable conditions set up by the
administration of a pre-trial detention centre. In these harsh conditions,
cellmates cooperating with the authorities force confessions out of a
fellow detainee.
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Changes in the judiciary

On 19 December, during the All-Belarusian People’s Assembly, the
heads of the Supreme Court and the Constitutional Court were replaced.
83-year-old Valiantsin Sukala and 71-year-old Piotr Miklashevich have
been relieved of their posts as Chairmen of the Supreme and
Constitutional Courts, respectively, due to their retirement. The changes
marked a generational transition at the top of the courts, explained by the
senior age of previous appointees and the need for rotation.

New chairman of the Supreme Court

The new head of Lukashenka’s court system, Andrei Shved, rose from a
relatively low-profile legal official to one of the leading figures in Belarus
after being appointed prosecutor general in 2020. His career has
spanned the prosecutor’s office, the Security Council, the Investigative
Committee, and the State Forensic Committee. He was involved in high-
profile politicised criminal cases (including the investigation into the 2011
Minsk Metro bombing), the Belarusian war on drugs in the 2010s, and
has faced indirect allegations of covering up corruption linked to the
elites. As prosecutor general, he openly backed harsh crackdowns on
protesters and dissenters after 2020, pushed for expanded “extremism”
laws, ignored complaints of police violence, and oversaw politically
motivated cases. He also spearheaded propaganda initiatives such as
the “genocide of the Belarusian people” investigation and heads the
commission vetting political emigrants seeking to return. In December
2020, the European Union sanctioned Shved, citing his responsibility as
prosecutor general for the ongoing repression of civil society and the
democratic opposition.

While formally a “promotion”, Shved’s new appointment likely stems from
the need to change the leadership of the Prosecutor General's Office as
part of Lukashenka’s tactic for preventing officials at the top of key
security institutions from strengthening their positions in the political
system.

New head of the Constitutional Court

Siarhei Sivets was appointed head of the Constitutional Court. Previously
a senator, the staunch regime loyalist proposed — during the peak of
protests in 2020 — politically motivated fines for people who used
“unregistered” symbols such as the national white-red-white flag.
Independent media sources describe Sivets as a pragmatic careerist who
serves the system while primarily advancing his own interests. For
example, Sivets sent his son to study military intelligence at Russia’s
GRU academy but quickly brought him back after the full-scale war
began, fearing his son’s mobilisation.

Lukashenka suggested more actively using the Constitutional Court in
drafting and reviewing legislation, in order to “create better laws so that
they don't have to be changed as often.” In practice, this likely means the
continuation of the Constitutional Court being little more than a decorative
state body, designed to process Lukashenka’s constitutional
referendums. The previous head of the Constitutional Court, Piotr
Miklashevich, had held the position since 2008 and was not particularly
noteworthy, aside for having led the Constitutional Commission in
preparation for the 2022 constitutional referendum.

Broader reshuffles in the judiciary

On 20 December, Lukashenka signed a decree which reshuffled the
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country’s judiciary. Yury Kobets will head a new judicial body, the
Appellate Economic Court, which will start its work in 2026 and will hear
appeals in business-related economic disputes while also overseeing the
lower economic courts. Aliaksandar Lisouski and Eduard Karol were
appointed as Chairs of the Economic Courts of the Homiel and Hrodna
regions, respectively. Several judges were relieved of their previous
posts following their election to the Supreme Court.

Changes in the local authorities, industry, economic
ministries and diplomatic corps

On 20 November, Lukashenka approved appointments of new heads of
six district executive committees in Vitsebsk, Mahilyou and Minsk
regions. Lukashenka repeated his standard propaganda message to the
new appointees, stressing the personal responsibility of local authorities
for basic results, particularly in the prevention of livestock losses, and
warning that failure to handle these elementary tasks would result in
dismissal.

In the sphere of economic regulation, Lukashenka approved new
appointments at the Ministry of Antimonopoly Regulation and Trade:
Natallia Vasileuskaya was appointed First Deputy Minister, while Aleh
Dzikun became Deputy Minister. These appointments likely constitute a
regular rotation of staff.

New appointments in state-run companies

In the industrial sector, Taras Muroh was appointed as the new general
director of the Minsk Tractor Works (MTZ), one of the country’s large
state owned enterprises. The leadership at MTZ was likely changed due
to underperformance: in December independent media reported that,
according to leaked internal documents, Belarus’s Ministry of Industry
has reprimanded the managers of several flagship state-owned
manufacturing enterprises for failing to meet KPIs. The harshest
punishment was meted out to the previous MTZ General Director Siarhei
Auramenka. The reason for the reprimand was reportedly the failure to
achieve targets for exports, sales profitability and fixed capital
investment, as well as "insufficient performance in implementing special
investment contracts in the Russian Federation". MTZ management were
stripped of all bonuses and allowances for one month. The new director
of MTZ, Muroh, previously held the position of General Director of
"Belkommunmash" and was also reprimanded for missing export targets
in that role; his performance, nevertheless, did not prevent his new
appointment.

New appointments in the diplomatic corps

Dzmitry Krasouski, who already serves as ambassador to Kenya and
Uganda, was named Ambassador to Ethiopia concurrently. Siarhei
Malinouski was appointed Ambassador to Montenegro, also a concurrent
appointment as he retains his post as Ambassador to Serbia and North
Macedonia. There are also two new consuls general: Aliaksandar
Shauchenka in Shanghai, and Dzianis Meleshkin in Almaty. Lukashenka
reiterated that diplomats must actively promote Belarus’s economic
interests abroad, underscoring the current position of the MFA as being
more of a foreign trade ministry within the state system.

Official documents and legislation

Social and economic development programme for 2030
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On 19 December, the All-Belarusian People’s Assembly unanimously
approved the country’s social and economic development programme for
2026-2030. The programme outlines seven priorities, relating to
demographics, education, living standards, technological development,
regional growth, defence and the arms industry, and tourism. Notably,
previous programmes did not list defence as a separate focus in social
and economic development.

Earlier in November, the Belarusian government had approved a new list
of state programmes for 2026-2030. These shift priorities towards
security and tourism, whilst reducing attention on public health, according
to an independent media report. Several programmes focused on the
security bloc remain or have been expanded, including initiatives run by
the Interior Ministry, Defence Ministry, State Security Committee, and the
state military-industrial sector. A number of health-related programmes
that existed in the previous cycle have been dropped.

Experts at Kosht Urada (Cost of State) outline several shortcomings in
the programmes adopted. For example, the government’s new

employment programme, “A Balanced Labour Market,” focuses on
secondary factors such as ageing, skills mismatches, and youth career
guidance, whilst avoiding the core issue of mass emigration of skilled
Belarusians from the country after 2020.

Another relevant example includes the government’s new
entrepreneurship programme, aimed at improving the business
environment and supporting the growth of small and medium-sized
enterprises. Independent media note that the key feature in the initiative
is its financing structure: almost the entire cost will be borne by banks.
This approach aligns with the regime’s broader stance on the banking
sector: Lukashenka has repeatedly stated that bank profits should be
directed towards financing the economy.

News of BIPART and Kosht Urada (Cost of
Government)
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On 16 December, BIPART Research Centre published a study,
"Technocrats under Pressure: Career Trajectories and State Control in
Economic Ministries of Belarus," examining the institutional structure and
personnel policy of the government's economic bloc from 2005 to 2025.

In November 2025, experts from BIPART, as part of the project team for
“Investigating Good Governance in the Context of Authoritarian
Consolidation: The Case of Belarus (INGAC)” at Vilnius University,
presented an analysis showing how the principles of good governance
were introduced and interpreted in the country between 2014 and 2025.

Belarus’s quarterly Charka-Shkvarka Index for Q3 2025 shows that rising
wages are masking growing distortions in the economy, and IT workers
are no longer the highest earners. The index, which measures how many
“sets” of vodka and pork cracklings an average salary can buy, rose to a
record 652, up about 10% year on year. This reflects wage growth that
far outpaces real economic performance. Analysts link the gap to labour
shortages resulting from mass emigration, administrative pressure to
raise wages, and a continued infusion of financial support from Russia.
Pork prices jumped about 12% over the year, while vodka rose only 5%,
meaning Belarusians can afford more alcohol but less meat.
